Text  : There Is No Other God 

Title  : Isaiah 44:28 – 45:25 

 

 

Introduction 

 "There is no other" (v5, 6, 14, 18, 21, 22) 

v5  -  "I am the LORD, and there is no other; apart from me there is no God" 

v6  -  "there is none besides me. I am the LORD, and there is no other" 

v14  -  "there is no other; there is no other god" 

v18  -  "I am the LORD, and there is no other" 

v21  -  "And there is no God apart from me, a righteous God and a Savior; there is 

none but me" 

v22  -  "I am God, and there is no other" 

 

1. God, the Skilful Script Writer - Cyrus vis-a-vis Israel (44:28-45:7; Jer 25:11) 

v28 -  "He (Cyrus) is my shepherd and will accomplish all that I please" 

v1  -  "Cyrus, whose right hand I take hold" 

v2  -  "I will go before you (Cyrus)" 

v3  -  "I will give you (Cyrus) the treasures of darkness" 

v4  -  "For the sake of Jacob my servant" 

v15  -  "O God and Savior of Israel" 

v17  -  "But Israel will be saved by the LORD with an everlasting salvation" 

 

2. God, the Sovereign Creator and Sustainer (v7, 9-12, 18; Phil 1:6) 

v7  -  "I form the light and create darkness, I bring prosperity and create disaster; 

I, the LORD, do all these things." 

v8  -  "I, the LORD, have created it." 

v9,10 -  " .... Maker ..... potter ...... father ..... mother, 'What have you brought to 

birth?'" 

v11  -  "its Maker" 

v12  -  "It is I who made the earth and created mankind upon it. My own hands 

stretched out the heavens; I marshaled their starry hosts." 

v18  -  "he who created the heavens, he is God; he who fashioned and made the 

earth, he founded it; he did not create it to be empty, but formed it to be 

inhabited " 

 

 

 



3. God, the Benevolent Saviour (v3, 8, 17, 22, 25) 

v3  -  "I am the LORD, the God of Israel, who summons you by name" 

v8  -  "You heavens above, rain down righteousness; let the clouds shower it 

down. Let the earth open wide, let salvation spring up, let righteousness 

grow with it" 

v17  -  "But Israel will be saved by the LORD with an everlasting salvation" 

v22  -  "Turn to me and be saved, all you ends of the earth; for I am God, and 

there is no other." 

v25  -  "But in the LORD all the descendants of Israel will be found righteous and 

will exult" 

 

4. Our Human Tendencies (v9-10) 

   A quarrel;  

   Maker's right or knowledge "What are you making?";  

   Maker's abilities: "He has no hands"; 

   It is all a mistake - "What have you brought to birth?".
